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Any company that wishes to operate at the RAK Maritime City (RMC) should register as a legal entity at the RMC (company registration), open a bank account, acquire a valid permit to undertake approved activities (business license) and sign a lease contract for using the selected facility at the RMC. Once all of these procedures have been completed successfully, the company will be entitled to activate a bank account, apply for the approved number of visas (UAE residence permits) and to start business activities in the RMC.
